The Produce Traceability Initiative (www.producetraceability.org) is an industry-wide 
effort to bring electronic traceability to the produce supply chain by 2012.  

Every case of produce must identify the brand owner, the Lot#/Batch#, and the pack or 
harvest date. Additionally, systems must be in place to record, store, and convey this 
information for all in-bound cases as well as out-bound cases. 

The goal of the PTI is to improve food safety by enabling product tracking throughout the 
produce supply chain. This is achieved by implementing the GS1-128 standard for labeling 
and recording producer and production information.  

 

The timeline of the PTI is as follows:
